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Introduction 
 

PRAMS (Pregnancy Risk Assessment Monitoring System) is a joint research project between the 
Nevada Division of Public and Behavioral Health and the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention (CDC). The purpose is to find out why some babies are born healthy and others are 
not. To do this, the PRAMS questionnaire asks new mothers about their behaviors and 
experiences before, during, and after their pregnancy. Each year in Nevada there are hundreds 
of babies born with serious health problems. Answers to the PRAMS survey will help us to learn 
more about ways to improve the health of mothers and babies in Nevada. 
 
The overall goal of PRAMS is to reduce infant morbidity and mortality and to promote maternal 
health by influencing maternal and child health programs, policies, and maternal behaviors 
during pregnancy and early infancy. 
 
The four main objectives of PRAMS are: 

• Collect population-based data of high scientific quality on topics relating to pregnancy 
and early infancy 

• Conduct data analyses in order to increase understanding of maternal behaviors and 
experiences during pregnancy and early infancy, and their relation to health outcomes 

• Translate results from analyses into usable information for planning and evaluation of 
public health programs and policy. 

• Build state capacity for collecting, analyzing, and translating data to address relevant 
maternal and infant health issues. 

 

Data and Collection and Reporting 

Each month, new mothers are randomly selected from the state’s electronic birth records to 
participate in the Nevada PRAMS Survey. The survey has core questions, which are standard 
across the nation, and Nevada-specific questions. 
 
The topics covered by the core questions include: 

• Maternal and infant characteristics 
• Emotional and physical abuse 
• Breastfeeding 
• Contraception use 
• Tobacco, drug and alcohol use 
• Maternal morbidity 
• Health insurance 
• Income 
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• Infant mortality 
• Length of stay in hospital 
• Mental health 
• Nutrition 
• Prenatal care 
• Oral health 
• Pregnancy intention 
• Infant sleeping environment 
• Nevada-specific questions, including: 

o Physical activity 
o Services received (Women, Infants and Children, counseling, etc. 
o Adverse childhood experience 
o Health insurance 
o Prenatal care 
o Oral health 
o Tobacco and substance use 
o Breastfeeding 

 

Data Collection Method 

PRAMS combines two modes of data collection; a survey conducted by mailed questionnaire 
and a survey by telephone with multiple follow-up attempts. The principles and practices of 
mail/telephone survey methodology used by CDC are based primarily on the research of Don 
Dillman. A key aspect of his approach is to make numerous and varied contacts with sampled 
mothers. Here is the sequence of contacts for PRAMS surveillance: Pre-letter, Initial Mail 
Questionnaire Packet, Tickler, Second Mail Questionnaire Packet, Third Mail Questionnaire 
Packet and Telephone Follow-up. Telephone follow-up is initiated for all mail non-respondents 
7 to 14 days after mailing the last questionnaire. 

Data Weighting Process 

Nevada PRAMS draws a stratified systematic sample among new mothers every month from a 

frame of eligible birth certificates. Nevada draws samples from two stratums -- Clark County 

and all other counties. Multiplying together the sampling, nonresponse, and noncoverage 

components of the weight yields the analysis weight. The weight can be interpreted as the 

number of women like herself in the population that each respondent represents. 

Data Reporting 

The data of this report are based on Nevada PRAMS birth year of 2017 and 2018. The report is 
focused on mothers who are 20 years old or younger. Each indicator was presented as a table 
for young mothers broken down by demographics and health insurance status during 
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pregnancy. Some indicators were also presented with a comparison table between the young 
mother group and all mothers who have completed the Nevada PRAMS survey.  All prevalences 
reported in this report are presented as a weighted percentage. 2017 Nevada PRAMS data had 
a response rate of 41% and 2018 data had a response rate of 39%, which is under the Centers 
for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) required response rate threshold of 55% to publish 
data. Interpret data with caution due to the response rate.  

Due to limited sample size of youth mother in this report (N=97), all demographics and 
characteristics were grouped as two groups, for example, education level has been grouped as 
1) “Less than High School” and 2) “High School/Some College”; Income as “<$32,000” and 
“$32,001+”. Comparing to other groups, Hispanic is the largest race/ethnicity group (55.6%) as 
well as bigger than all others combined among youth mothers, therefore the race/ethnicity has 
been grouped as “Hispanic” and “Others”.    

 

Teen Pregnancy Prevention in Nevada 

The Nevada Division of Public and Behavioral Health is the recipient of two (2) federal grants 
funded by the Family and Youth Services Bureau (FYSB), focused on teen pregnancy prevention. 
The Sexual Risk Avoidance Education Grant (SRAE) and the Personal Responsibility Education 
Program (PREP) support efforts to promote abstinence education, contraception education, 
and adulthood preparation topics with the goal of preventing pregnancy and the spread of 
sexually transmitted infections (STIs), including HIV/AIDS, among adolescents. Nevada Teen 
Pregnancy Prevention (TPP) partners with nine organizations to provide this education 
statewide.  

The SRAE Program also teaches the benefits associated with self-regulation, success sequencing 
for poverty prevention, healthy relationships, goal setting, and resisting sexual coercion, dating 
violence, and other youth risk behaviors such as underage drinking or illicit drug use without 
normalizing teen sexual activity. The SRAE Program uses an evidence-based approach and/or 
effective strategies to educate youth on the optimal health behavior of avoiding early sexual 
activity and other risky behaviors. The SRAE Program provide services to youth populations, age 
10-19, using a Positive Youth Development (PYD) framework as part of risk avoidance strategies 
and currently serves adolescents in thirteen counties. The goal of the SRAE Program is to 
educate youth on how to voluntarily refrain from early sexual activity and avoid related risky 
behaviors. 

In addition to education on abstinence and contraceptive use, PREP projects also offer services 
to prepare young people for adulthood by implementing activities that address three or more 
of the subject areas below:  healthy relationships, including development of positive self-
esteem and relationship dynamics, friendships, dating, marriage and family interactions; 
positive adolescent development, to include promotion of healthy attitudes and values about 
adolescent growth and development, body image, and racial and ethnic diversity; financial 
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literacy, to support the development of self-sufficiency and independent living skills; parent-
child communication skills; education and employment preparation skills; and healthy life skills, 
such as interpersonal skills and stress management.
