Radiation Surveys
Surveys as necessary to show compliance with the rules
and to evaluate radiation levels and hazards

Leak Test Records
Sealed sources checked for leakage every year, unless
documented to be in storage

Inventory Records

Every quarter for medical licensees or six months for all
others, includes quantities and kinds of radioactive
material, source locations and date of inventory

Instrument Calibration Records
Must be calibrated according to NAC 459 or license
condition requirements

Package Receipt Records (surveys and wipes)
Contamination levels on all packages except those
containing gases or special form sources. Radiation
levels on all packages greater than type A quantities

Written procedures for receipt of packages must be
maintained

Waste Disposal
Release into sanitary sewerage, material must be
soluble or dispersible biological material

Transfer of Material

Must have copy of license of entity that the material is
transferred to. Must have receipt from person who
accepted the material

Training
Workers must be in use of material and in the rules of
the licensee

Transportation Training

Personnel involved in transportation of Radioactive
material must be trained every three years. Personnel
transporting radioactive material over highways must
have driver’s training

Decommissioning

Listing of Authorized Gauge Users Not
Maintained
