CCBHC RFA Q&A Part 2

Q:	How does the 100 day budget differ from the 12 month budget?
[bookmark: _GoBack]A:	A 100-day budget is not necessary.  Only submit a 12 month budget for the project period of October 1, 2018 through September 30, 2019 not to exceed $200,000. 

Q:	Are tabs within the document required? Are headers acceptable?
A:	If submitted electronically, sections must be outlined and identified in the document, this will be acceptable.

Q:	What can the $200,000.00 funding be used for if a provider is already an established CCHBC?
A:	Initially, funding was used to build capacity. The same would hold true if the provider is applying to expand services in other areas.

Q:	If a provider would like to expand the catchment area, is this appropriate for this application?
A:	We have sought guidance from SAMHSA to determine if such an activity would be allowed during the course of the demonstration program.  Once this answer is received we will provide an update.  CCBHC’s are required to provide services to all individuals regardless of place of residence.  The catchment area does not restrict who the CCBHC is able to serve based on residence.

Q:	If a provider already has Telehealth and would like to develop the program to reach out to other locations, will this require a separate application as well?
A:	Telehealth may be used by an existing CCBHC to provide services to their populations however, all CCBHC clients must have all 9 required services available to them.

Q:	Clarify Foothold certified electronic health record.
A:	All that is needed for the application is verification that the providers Electronic Health Record is certified.  Foothold is only one of many vendors that provide certified electronic health records.  The only requirement related to this RFA is the need for a certified electronic health record.  It should be noted that as a CCBHC an electronic health records may need to be augmented to capture all required information for data reporting and billing.

Q:	What is the clear definition of crises services and what are the expectations. 
A:	Please refer to the certification criteria for specific details.

Q:	Are Letters of Commitment allowed to be attached and will they be considered?
A:	Letter of Commitment may be attached.  To the degree they are relevant to the development of a CCBHC, they may be considered.
