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2 Goals

 Utilize food diverted from landfills
for positive social outcomes
* Recovered food is nutritious food
* Chart at right represents about

14 million pounds of recovered food

* Each ton of food diverted from a landfill
can end hunger for 10 people for a year

» 14,000,000 Ibs. = 7,000 tons >
7,000 tons x 10 people =
no hunger for 70,000 people
 How many pounds/tons/meals can be
diverted?
