	Discussion 
	• Department of Education (DOE) Licensed Childcare project (LCC) is moving along and almost at the finish line. To date we have provided almost 400 dental sreenings, visited 33 LCC, 3-5 year age target audience, classroom toothbrush stations and personal hygiene kits delivered to 880.  Delivered seven Nevada Registry approved CE webinars to 49 LCC administrators and teachers.
• Nevada Action Network project with the Division of Health Care Financing & Policy and Liberty Dental Plan is in progress. Aimed to provide oral healthcare services to the 300K children enrolled in Liberty’s Medicaid program.  We are focused on our communication plan to distribute the information to all enrolled in the Medicaid program.  

• Emergency Room Diversion Project – this is the medical integration pilot project with UMC.  We trained to GPR residents, so they are equipped to utilize the technologies. 

• National Children Dental Health Month Campaign was huge success.  The #sipNflip4NVkids helped to raise awareness and educate the public.  We received proclamations from across the state, media coverage on CW and delivered more than 400 oral hygiene kits at the Three Square event. Thank you to all our stakeholder partners for helping to make this a success.  
• We continue to work with the Nevada Dental Foundation to establish a clinic in Tonopah.  Working on a feasible study.  More updates as information becomes available.

	Robyn wanted to bring the committee’s attention the topic of Nevada’s shortage of enrolled Medicaid Endodontist.  

• Currently, we have only one Medicaid enrolled Endodontist at the UNLV SDM.  

• Three most common reasons for NOT enrolling: 

· Low provider reimbursement rates  

· Administrative burden on staff
· Did not want their name listed on the Medicaid roster to provide services to Medicaid recipients 

Discussion pursued and a consensus from the committee and decided the AC4OH would begin the conversation on addressing this crisis by holding a special meeting on this issue, and begin to formulate a position or whitepaper.
