Program Difficulties:

The legislative approved budget has been finalized, and every regional center is maintaining contracted services that are already
authorized. We are unable to authorize new services and have service waitlists. All intake applications and diagnostic eligibility
determination procedures remain the same. The Regional Centers continue to accept new applications and review them for eligibility.

Program Changes and/or Successes:

As of July 1, 2025, Developmental Services launched Therap, a centralized, state-of-the-art computer application to streamline operations, boost reliability,
and enhance the tools that help us deliver responsive, high-quality services. Sierra Regional Center continues with ongoing in-kind support our ADSD/DS
psychological services team is providing to students in healthcare fields. Currently providing supervision for a BCBA, a graduate-level social work student for
NEIS, two UNR graduate student extern's and 3 social work extern's.
