	The SOR grant program is an initiative led by SAMHSA a branch of the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services. The SOR grant program aims to address the opioid and stimulant crises by providing funding to states to support prevention, treatment, recovery and harm reduction efforts related to opioid use disorder (OUD), stimulant use disorder (StimUD), and related overdose incidents.
SAMHSA launched the SOR grant program in response to the growing opioid and stimulant epidemics, which have had devastating effects on communities across the United States. The program seeks to expand access to evidence-based treatment, improve the quality of care for individuals with OUD and/or StimUD, and enhance efforts to prevent opioid and stimulant misuse and overdose.					
Utilizing the latest SOR award, The State of Nevada DHHS DPBH BBHWP is seeking applications from community stakeholders to support the state’s efforts to combat the opioid and stimulant epidemics and save lives affected by OUD, StimUD, and related overdose incidents.

Instead, SOR funds should be used to expand the program, such as increasing the number of counseling sessions, extending services to new populations, or adding new treatment modalities. 
Example 2 (Staff Time/Level of Effort): Suppose your organization has a staff member who is already dedicated to providing opioid treatment services, funded by state or local resources. The key principle is that SOR grant funds should supplement existing programs or services, thereby expanding their scope, reach, or effectiveness, rather than replacing the funds that are already allocated for those purposes. Any shifts in funding must demonstrate that SOR funds are being used to add value, not simply to free up state or local resources for other uses.
