What vaccines are required for children to enter daycare / preschool?
e DTaP - Diphtheria, tetanus and pertussis (15 months, 4 years
old)
e Hepatitis A (12 months, 18 months)
e Hepatitis B (6 months)
e HiB - Haemophilus Influenzae Type B (12 months)
¢ MMR - Measles, mumps and rubella (12 months, 4 years old)
¢ PCVI13 - Pneumoccocal (12 months)

e Polio (6 months, 4 years old) measles rash

e Varicella - Chickenpox (12 months, 4 years old)

Additional vaccines that are recommended for children

¢ Rotavirus - 2-3 doses in infancy

e Influenza - annually, every fall or winter

e COVID-19 - One updated dose to be considered up to date, continue to check
the CDC for updated recommendations (Stay Up to Date with COVID-19
Vaccines | CDC)

Why early year vaccines are important

e Vaccines help teach the immune system to recognize and learn to fight
serious diseases.

e The recommended vaccine schedule is important to follow, and is based on
how your child's immune system responds to vaccines at various ages.

e Delaying vaccines could leave your child vulnerable to disease when they're
most likely to have severe complications.

¢ Unvaccinated children can spread iliness to others who aren't protected,
like newborns who are too young for certain vaccines or
people with weakened immune systems.

DTaP - Difteria, tétanos y tos ferina (15 meses, 4 ainos)
Hepatitis A (12 meses,18 meses)

Hepatitis B (6 meses)

Hib -Haemophilus influenzae tipo b (12 meses)

MMR- Paperas, sarampion y rubeola (12 meses, 4 anos)
PCV13- vacuna antineumocoécica (12 meses)

Polio (6 meses, 4 afos)

Varicela (12 meses, 4 ainos)

Vacunas adicionales que son recomendadas para los nifos

¢ Rotavirus 2-3 dosis en la infancia

¢ Influenza- Anualmente, cada otofo o invierno

e Covid-19- Una dosis actualizada para considerarse al dia, continue
consultando el CDC para obtener recomendaciones actualizadas
(Manténgase actualizado con las vacunas de Covid-19- CDC)

¢Por qué las vacunas los primeros aios de vida son importantes?

e Las vacunas ayudan a ensehfar al sistema inmunolégico a reconocer y
aprender a luchar enfermedades serias.

e Es importante seguir el calendario de vacunacién recomendado y se basa
en como responde el sistema inmunolégico de su hijo a las vacunas a
distintas edades.

e Retrasar vacunas podria dejar a su nifilo mas vulnerable a la enfermedad
cuando este mas susceptible de tener complicaciones mas severas a esta.

e Los ninos que no estén vacunados pueden transmitir enfermedades a
otros que no estan protegidos, como los recién nacidos que
son demasiado jovenes para recibir ciertas vacunas o
personas con el sistema inmune comprometido
