The Bureau of Behavioral Health Wellness and Prevention (BHWP) is distributing this announcement to all
subrecipients, contractors, and State agencies as a reminder that the State is about to begin the closing of
State Fiscal Year 2018.

The BHWP is requesting that all requests for reimbursements and invoices through June 30, regardless of the
funding source, be submitted on or before July 13, 2018. Any requests for reimbursement or invoices that are
submitted after July 13, 2018, may be subject to being processed as a stale claim. The Nevada State stale claim
process can delay payments for up to 4 to 6 months depending on the number of stale claims being processed.
