
It is never a crime if you transmit HIV
to a partner if:
• You use protection,

• You communicate your status, and
• Your partner consents

HIV MODERNIZATION

Undetectable = Untransmittable (U = U) 
Reduce the Risk

U = U a.k.a virally suppressed. When persons living
with HIV are on effective medically proven

treatment it reduces the amount of HIV (viral load)
in the blood. Persons can eventually over time

have an undetectable viral load or virally
suppressed. Persons living with HIV who are
virally suppressed cannot pass HIV through

sexual contact, sharing needles, or breastfeeding.

Transmission of HIV is no longer a felony in Nevada. In an
unlikely event of charges and conviction, it is a misdemeanor.

End HIV transmission through:
• PrEP – talk to your doctor.

• Get tested! Know your status to make smart sexual health
decisions.

• Being and staying on HIV treatment usually controls HIV in 6
months.

• PEP – Emergency medication in the first 72 hours after
exposure.
• Condoms
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
